16.2.5 a significant change in the quantity of Personal Data held within the Service; and/or
16.2.6 [bookmark: _heading=h.p411tdsioykv]where the Supplier or a Sub-contractor has previously Handled Government Data that is Personal Data, other than Special Category Personal Data, it proposes to start to Handle Government Data that is Special Category Personal Data under the Contract;
must:
16.2.7 within two Working Days notify the Buyer; and 
16.2.8 [bookmark: _heading=h.iysupv17qvib]within ten Working Days, or such other timescale as may be agreed with the Buyer:
(a) update the Required Changes Register and any other affected parts of the Security Management Plan; and
(b) provide the Buyer with a copy those documents for review and approval.
16.3 Paragraph 16.2 applies in addition to, and not in substitution of, the Parties obligations to comply with the Variation Procedure for any Variation.
16.4 Any proposed change under Paragraph 16.2.1, 16.2.2 or 16.2.6 constitutes a Variation to which the Variation Procedure applies.

17.1 Where the Supplier has updated the Security Management Plan under Paragraph 16, the Buyer may review the updated plans, require the provision of such further information, and undertake such further investigations as the Buyer considers necessary or desirable.
17.2 At the conclusion of that review, it may issue to the Supplier:
17.2.1 where satisfied that the:
(a) identified risks to the Supplier Information Management System are adequately and appropriately addressed; and 
(b) that the residual risks are:
(i) either:
(1) where the Buyer has provided a Statement of Information Risk Appetite, reduced to the level anticipated by that statement; or
(2) where the Buyer has not provided a Statement of Information Risk Appetite, reduced to an acceptable level;
(ii) understood and accepted by the Buyer; and
(iii) recorded in the Residual Risk Statement;
a Risk Management Approval Statement; or
17.2.2 where the Buyer considers that:
(a) the identified risks to the Supplier Information Management System have not been adequately or appropriately addressed; or
(b) the residual risks to the Supplier Information Management System have not been reduced:
(i) where the Buyer has Provided a Statement of Information Risk Appetite, to the level anticipated by that statement; or
(ii) where the Buyer has not Provided a Statement of Information Risk Appetite, to an acceptable level,
a Risk Management Rejection Notice, with the reasons for its decision.

18.1 [bookmark: _heading=h.o5c29nrav6bo]Notwithstanding anything in the Contract, the Supplier must obtain the approval of the Buyer before making any of the following changes to the Supplier Information Management System:
18.1.1 a significant change in the systems or components making up the Supplier Information Management System;
18.1.2 a significant change in the operation or management of the Supplier Information Management System; or
18.1.3 the appointment of a new, or the replacement of an existing:
(a) SIMS Sub-contractor; or
(b) Sub-contractor that Handles Government Data.
18.2 In seeking the Buyer’s approval to a proposed changes to the Supplier Information Management System, the Supplier must:
18.2.1 update the Required Changes Register;
18.2.2 prepare a proposal for the Buyer setting out:
(a) details of the proposed changes to the Supplier Information Management System;
(b) an assessment of the security implications of the proposed change;
(c) a risk assessment of the proposed change; and
(d) [bookmark: _heading=h.ng2c5mxf2j97]any proposed changes to the Security Management Plan; and
18.2.3 provide that paper to the Buyer no later than 30 Working Days before the date on which it will consider the proposed changes.
18.3 The Buyer:
18.3.1 may request such further information as the Buyer considers necessary or desirable;
18.3.2 [bookmark: _heading=h.6vqn1r9athhk]must provide its decision within 20 Working Days of the later of:
(a) the date on which it receives the proposal; or
(b) the date on which it receives any requested further information;
18.3.3 must not:
(a) unreasonably refuse any proposal by the Supplier; and
(b) must not make any approval subject to unreasonable conditions.
18.4 If the Buyer does not provide a decision within the period specified in Paragraph 18.3.2, the proposal shall be deemed to have been accepted.
Implementation of changes
18.5 Where the Supplier implements a necessary change to the Supplier Information Management System to address a security related risk or vulnerability, the Supplier shall effect such change at its own cost and expense. 
18.6 If the Supplier does not implement a necessary change to the Supplier Information Management System to address a security related risk or vulnerability by the date set out in the Required Changes Register:
18.6.1 that failure is a material Default; and
18.6.2 the Supplier shall: 
(a) immediately cease using the Supplier Information Management System to Handle Government Data either:
(i) until the Default is remedied, or
(ii) unless directed otherwise by the Buyer in writing and then only in accordance with the Buyer's written directions; and
(b) [bookmark: _heading=h.e0laqhuq17dj]where such material Default is capable of remedy, remedy such material Default within the timescales set by the Buyer (considering the security risks the material Default presents to the Services and/or the Supplier Information Management System).

19.1.3 the Supplier receives a Security Test report identifies vulnerabilities in, or makes findings in respect of, the Supplier Information Management System,
(each a RAP Trigger).
19.2 The Supplier must within [20] Working Days of the occurrence of a RAP Trigger prepare and submit for approval to the Buyer a draft plan (Remediation Action Plan).
19.3 The draft Remediation Action Plan must, in respect of each issue raised by the RAP Trigger, set out:
19.3.1 full details of that issue;
19.3.2 the actual or anticipated effect of that issue;
19.3.3 how the issue will be remedied;
19.3.4 the date by which the issue will be remedied; and
19.3.5 the tests that the Supplier proposes to perform to confirm that the issue has been remedied.
Consideration of Remediation Action Plan
19.4 The Supplier shall promptly provide the Buyer with such technical and other information relating to the Supplier Information Management System, Security Management Plan, the IT Health Check report (where applicable), the Key Subcontractor (as applicable) or the draft Remediation Action Plan as the Buyer requests.
19.5 The Buyer may:
19.5.1 reject the draft Remediation Action Plan where it considers that the draft Remediation Action Plan is inadequate, providing its reasons for doing so, in which case:
(a) the Supplier shall within [ten] Working Days of the date on which the Buyer rejected the draft Remediation Action Plan submit a revised draft Remediation Action Plan that takes into account the Buyer’s reasons; and
(b) Paragraph 12.15 to 12.17 of Appendix 1 shall apply, with appropriate modifications, to the revised draft Remediation Action Plan;
19.5.2 accept the draft Remediation Action Plan, in which case the Supplier must immediately start work on implementing the Remediation Action Plan in accordance with Paragraph 12.19 and 12.20 of Appendix 1.
19.6 Where the Buyer unreasonably:
19.6.1 delays its approval; or
19.6.2 rejects,
the draft Remediation Action Plan, the Supplier will not be in breach of the Contract to the extent it demonstrates that any breach:
19.6.3 arose directly from the Buyer unreasonably withholding or delaying, as appropriate, its approval of the draft Remediation Action Plan; and
19.6.4 would not have occurred had:
(a) the Buyer given its approval, or given its approval in a timely manner, to the draft Remediation Action Plan; and
(b) the Supplier had implemented the draft Remediation Action Plan in accordance with its terms.
Implementing an approved Remediation Action Plan
19.7 In implementing the Remediation Action Plan, the Supplier must conduct such further tests on the Supplier Information Management System as are required by the Remediation Action Plan to confirm that the Remediation Action Plan has fully and correctly implemented.
19.8 If any such testing identifies a new risk, new threat, vulnerability or exploitation technique with the potential to affect the security of the Supplier Information Management System, the Supplier shall within [two] Working Days of becoming aware of such risk, threat, vulnerability or exploitation technique:
19.8.1 provide the Buyer with a full, unedited and unredacted copy of the test report;
19.8.2 implement interim mitigation measures to vulnerabilities in the Information System known to be exploitable where a security patch is not immediately available;
19.8.3 as far as practicable, remove or disable any extraneous interfaces, services or capabilities not needed for the provision of the Services within the timescales set out in the test report or such other timescales as may be agreed with the Buyer.

20.1 The Buyer may require the appointment of an Independent Security Adviser where:
20.1.1 there is a proposed change to the Supplier Information Management System (see Paragraph 11.7);
20.1.2 the Buyer issues two or more Risk Management Rejection Notices (see Paragraphs 15.7 and 15.10; or
20.1.3 either:
(a) a Security Test report identifies more than ten vulnerabilities classified as either critical or high; or
(b) the Buyer rejected a revised draft Remediation Action Plan (see Paragraph 12.21 of Appendix 1).
21.2 Where the Buyer requires the appointment of an Independent Security Adviser, the Independent Security Adviser shall be:
21.2.1 a person selected by the Supplier and approved by the Buyer; or
21.2.2 where
(a) the Buyer does not approve the persons selected by the Supplier; or
(b) the Supplier does not select any person within ten Working Days of the date of the notice requiring the Independent Security Adviser’s appointment,
a person selected by the Buyer.
21.3 The terms of the Independent Security Adviser’s appointment shall require that person to:
21.3.1 undertake a detailed review, including a full root cause analysis where the Independent Security Adviser considers it appropriate to do so, of the circumstances that led to that person’s appointment; and 
21.3.2 provide advice and recommendations on:
(a) steps the Supplier can reasonably take to improvement the security of the Supplier Information Management System; and
(b) where relevant, how the Supplier may mitigate the effects of, and remedy, those and to avoid the occurrence of similar circumstances to those leading to the appointment of the Independent Security Adviser in the future.
21.4 The Supplier must permit, and must ensure that relevant Sub-contractors permit, the Independent Security Adviser to:
21.4.1 observe the conduct of and work alongside the Supplier Staff to the extent that the Independent Security Adviser considers reasonable and proportionate having regard to reason for their appointment; 
21.4.2 gather any information the Independent Security Adviser considers relevant in the furtherance of their appointment; 
21.4.3 write reports and provide information to the Buyer in connection with the steps being taken by the Supplier to remedy the matters leading to the Independent Security Adviser’s appointment; 
21.4.4 make recommendations to the Buyer and/or the Supplier as to how the matters leading to their appointment might be mitigated or avoided in the future; and/or
21.4.5 take any other steps that the Buyer and/or the Independent Security Adviser reasonably considers necessary or expedient in order to mitigate or rectify matters leading to the Independent Security Adviser’s appointment.
21.5 The Supplier must, and ensure that relevant Sub-contractors:
21.5.1 where relevant, work alongside, provide information to, co-operate in good faith with and adopt any reasonable methodology in providing the Services recommended by the Independent Security Adviser in order to mitigate or rectify any of the vulnerabilities that led to the appointment of the Independent Security Adviser;
21.5.2 ensure that the Independent Security Adviser has all the access it may require in order to carry out its objective, including access to the Assets; 
21.5.3 submit to such monitoring as the Buyer and/or the Independent Security Adviser considers reasonable and proportionate in respect of the matters giving rise to their appointment;
21.5.4 implement any recommendations (including additional security measures and/or controls) made by the Independent Security Adviser that have been approved by the Buyer within the timescales given by the Independent Security Adviser; and
21.5.5 not terminate the appointment of the Independent Security Adviser without the prior consent of the Buyer (unless such consent has been unreasonably withheld). 
21.6 The Supplier shall be responsible for:
21.6.1 the costs of appointing, and the fees charged by, the Independent Security Adviser; and
21.6.2 its own costs in connection with any action required by the Buyer and/or the Independent Security Adviser.
21.7 If the Supplier or any relevant Sub-contractor:
21.7.1 fails to perform any of the steps required by the Buyer in the notice appointing the Independent Security Adviser; and/or
21.7.2 is in Default of any of its obligations under this Paragraph 20,
this is a material Default that is not capable of remedy.

22.1.1 the Supplier in in material Default of any of its obligations under this Schedule; or
22.1.2 any of the following matters occurs (where the those matters arise from a Default by the Supplier of its obligations under this this Schedule):
(a) a Notifiable Default;
(b) an Intervention Cause; or
(c) a Step-in Trigger Event.
22.2 The Buyer may withhold an amount of the Charges that it considers sufficient, in its sole discretion, to incentivise the Supplier to perform the obligations it has Defaulted upon.
22.3 Before withholding any Charges under Paragraph 21.1 the Buyer must
22.3.1 [bookmark: _heading=h.9mpw4bfc385a]provide written notice to the Supplier setting out:
(a) the Default in respect of which the Buyer has decided to withhold some or all of the Charges;
(b) the amount of the Charges that the Buyer will withhold;
(c) the steps the Supplier must take to remedy the Default;
(d) the date by which the Supplier must remedy the Default;
(e) the invoice in respect of which the Buyer will withhold the Charges; and
22.3.2 consider any representations that the Supplier may make concerning the Buyer’s decision.

22.5 The Supplier acknowledges:
22.5.1 the legitimate interest that the Buyer has in ensuring the security of the Supplier Information Management System and the Government Data and, as a consequence, the performance by the Supplier of its obligations under this Schedule; and
22.5.2 that any Charges that are retained by the Buyer are not out of all proportion to the Buyer’s legitimate interest, even where:
(a) the Buyer has not suffered any Losses as a result of the Supplier’s Default; or
(b) the value of the Losses suffered by the Buyer as a result of the Supplier’s Default is lower than the amount of the Charges retained.
22.6 The Supplier may raise a Dispute under the Dispute Resolution Procedure with any decision by the Buyer to:
22.6.1 withhold any Charges under Paragraph 21.1; or
22.6.2 retain any Charges under Paragraph 21.4.
22.7 Any Dispute raised by the Supplier does not prevent the Buyer withholding Charges in respect of:

3.5 The Supplier must ensure, and ensure that Sub-contractors ensure, that individual Supplier Staff can access only the Government Data necessary to allow individuals to perform their role and fulfil their responsibilities in the provision of the Services.
3.6 The Supplier must ensure, and ensure that Sub-contractors ensure, that where individual Supplier Staff no longer require access to the Government Data or any part of the Government Data, their access to the Government Data or that part of the Government Data is revoked immediately when their requirement to access Government Data ceases.
3.7 Where requested by the Buyer, the Supplier must remove, and must ensure that Sub-contractors remove, an individual Supplier Staff’s access to the Government Data, or part of that Government Data specified by the Buyer, as soon as practicable and in any event within 24 hours of the request.

3.8 [bookmark: _heading=h.6y848un182da]The Supplier must ensure, and ensure that Sub-contractors ensure, that:
3.8.1 Unless agreed otherwise in writing by the Buyer, Privileged Users do not undertake Remote Working;
3.8.2 where the Buyer permits Remote Working by Privileged Users, the Supplier ensures, and ensures that Sub-contractors ensure, that such Remote Working takes place only in accordance with any conditions imposed by the Buyer.
3.9 Where the Supplier or a Sub-contractor wishes to permit Supplier Staff to undertake Remote Working, it must:
3.9.1 prepare and have approved by the Buyer the Remote Working Policy in accordance with this Paragraph;
3.9.2 undertake and, where applicable, ensure that any relevant Sub-contractors undertake, all steps required by the Remote Working Policy;
3.9.3 ensure that Supplier Staff undertake Remote Working only in accordance with the Remote Working Policy;
3.9.4 may not permit any Supplier Staff of the Supplier or any Sub-contractor to undertake Remote Working until the Remote Working Policy is approved by the Buyer.
3.10 The Remote Working Policy must include or make provision for the following matters:
3.10.1 restricting or prohibiting Supplier Staff from printing documents in any Remote Location;
3.10.2 restricting or prohibiting Supplier Staff  from downloading any Government Data to any End-user Device other than an End-user Device that:
(a) is provided by the Supplier or Sub-contractor (as appropriate); and
(b) complies with the requirements set out in Paragraph 4 (End-user Devices);
3.10.3 ensuring that Supplier Staff comply with the Expected Behaviours (so far as they are applicable);
3.10.4 giving effect to the Security Controls (so far as they are applicable);
3.10.5 for each different category of Supplier Staff subject to the proposed Remote Working Policy:
(a) the types and volumes of Government Data that the Supplier Staff can Handle in a Remote Location and the Handling that those Supplier Staff will undertake;
(b) any identified security risks arising from the proposed Handling in a Remote Location;
(c) the mitigations, controls and security measures the Supplier or Sub-contractor (as applicable) will implement to mitigate the identified risks;
(d) the residual risk levels following the implementation of those mitigations, controls and measures;
(e) when the Supplier or Sub-contractor (as applicable) will implement the proposed mitigations, controls and measures; and
(f) the business rules with which the Supplier Staff must comply; and
3.10.6 how the Supplier or the Sub-contractor (as applicable) will:
(a) communicate the Remote Working Policy and business rules to Supplier Staff; and
(b) enforce the Remote Working Plan and business rules.

3.12.2 reject the proposed Remote Working Policy, in which case:
(a) the Buyer may set out any changes to the proposed Remote Working Policy the Buyer requires to make the plan capable of approval; and
(b) the Supplier may:
(i) revise the proposed Remote Working Plan; and
(ii) re-submit the proposed Remote Working Plan to the Buyer for approval under Paragraph 3.11.

4.1 The Supplier must manage, and must ensure that all Sub-contractors manage, all End-user Devices on which Government Data or Code is stored or Handled in accordance the following requirements:
4.1.1 the operating system and any applications that store, Handle or have access to Government Data or Code must be in current support by the vendor, or the relevant community in the case of open source operating systems or applications;
4.1.2 users must authenticate before gaining access;
4.1.3 all Government Data and Code must be encrypted using an encryption tool agreed to by the Buyer;
4.1.4 the End-user Device must lock and require any user to re-authenticate after a period of time that is proportionate to the risk environment, during which the End-user Device is inactive;
4.1.5 the End-User Device must be managed in a way that allows for the application of technical policies and controls over applications that have access to Government Data and Code to ensure the security of that Government Data and Code;
4.1.6 the Suppler or Sub-contractor, as applicable, can, without physical access to the End-user Device, remove or make inaccessible all Government Data or Code stored on the device and prevent any user or group of users from accessing the device;
4.1.7 all End-user Devices are within the scope of any Relevant Certification.
4.2 The Supplier must comply, and ensure that all Sub-contractors comply, with the recommendations in NCSC Device Guidance as if those recommendations were incorporated as specific obligations under the Contract.
4.3 Where there is any conflict between the requirements of this Schedule and the requirements of the NCSC Device Guidance, the requirements of this Schedule take precedence.

(a) remedy vulnerabilities; or
(b) ensure that the design of the Supplier Information Management System mitigates those vulnerabilities.
5.2 The Supplier must ensure that all software used to provide the Services remains at all times in full security support, including any extended or bespoke security support.
5.3 The Supplier must produce and maintain a register of all software that forms the Supplier Information Management System (Support Register).
5.4 The Support Register must include in respect of each item of software:
5.4.1 [bookmark: _heading=h.i1gl9yhbcrgx]any vulnerabilities identified with the software and the steps the Supplier has taken to remedy or mitigate those vulnerabilities;
5.4.2 the date, so far as it is known, that the item will cease to be in mainstream security support; and
5.4.3 the Supplier’s plans to upgrade the item before it ceases to be in mainstream security support.
5.5 The Supplier must:
5.5.1 review and update the Support Register:

(b) within ten Working Days of becoming aware of the date on which, or any change to the date on which, any item of software will cease to be in mainstream security report;
(c) within ten Working Days of introducing new software, or removing existing software, from the Supplier Information Management System; and
(d) at least once every 12 months;
5.5.2 provide the Buyer with a copy of the Support Register:
(a) whenever it updates the Support Register; and
(b) otherwise when the Buyer requests.
5.6 Where any element of the Supplier Information Management System consists of COTS Software, the Supplier shall ensure:
5.6.1 those elements are always in mainstream or extended security support from the relevant vendor; and
5.6.2 the COTS Software is not more than one version or major release behind the latest version of the software.
5.7 The Supplier shall ensure that all hardware used to provide the Services, whether used by the Supplier or any Sub-contractor is, at all times, remains in mainstream vendor support, that is, that in respect of the hardware, the vendor continues to provide:
5.7.1 regular firmware updates to the hardware; and
5.7.2 a physical repair or replacement service for the hardware.

6.6.1 the subset or subsets of Government Data not encrypted and the circumstances in which that will occur;
6.6.2 the protective measure that the Supplier and/or Sub-contractor will put in place in respect of the unencrypted Government Data.
6.7 Where the Buyer and Supplier do not reach agreement within 40 Working Days of the date on which the Supplier first notified the Buyer that it could not encrypt certain Government Data, either party may refer the matter to be determined by an expert in accordance with the Dispute Resolution Procedure.

7.2 Any backup system operated by the Supplier or Sub-contractor forms part of the Supplier System or that Sub-contractor’s System to which this Schedule and the security requirements in Appendix 1 apply.
Backup and Recovery Plan
7.3 Unless otherwise required by the Buyer, the Backup and Recovery Plan must provide for:

(a) a recovery time objective of [Buyer guidance: insert period]; and

(b) confirm the integrity of Government Data recovered; and
7.4.8 any recovery failure is promptly remedied.
8 Email
8.1 The Supplier must ensure that where the Supplier Information Management System will provide an Email Service to the Buyer, it:
8.1.1 supports transport layer security (TLS) version 1.2, or higher, for sending and receiving emails;
8.1.2 supports TLS Reporting (TLS-RPT);
8.1.3 is capable of implementing:
(a) domain -based message authentication, reporting and conformance (DMARC);
(b) sender policy framework (SPF); and
(c) domain keys identified mail (DKIM); and
8.1.4 is capable of complying in all respects with any guidance concerning email security as issued or updated from time to time by:
(a) the UK Government (current version at https://www.gov.uk/guidance/set-up-government-email-services-securely; or
(b) the NCSC (current version at https://www.ncsc.gov.uk/collection/email-security-and-anti-spoofing).
9 DNS
Unless otherwise agreed by the Buyer, the Supplier must ensure that the Supplier Information Management System uses the UK public sector Protective DNS (PDNS) service to resolve internet DNS queries.

10.1 The Supplier shall install and maintain Anti-virus Software or procure that Anti-virus Software is installed and maintained on the Supplier Information Management System.
10.2 The Supplier must ensure that such Anti-virus Software:
10.2.1 prevents the installation of the most common forms of Malicious Software in the Supplier Information Management System and the Development Environment;
10.2.2 is configured to perform automatic software and definition updates;
10.2.3 provides for all updates to be the Anti-virus Software to be deployed within [ten] Working Days of the update’s release by the vendor;
10.2.4 performs regular scans of the Supplier Information Management System to check for and prevent the introduction of Malicious Software; and
10.2.5 where Malicious Software has been introduced into the Supplier Information Management System, identifies, contains the spread of, and minimises the impact of Malicious Software.

13.2.4 require passwords with high complexity that are changed regularly;
13.2.5 automatically log the user out of the Supplier Information Management System after a period of time that is proportionate to the risk environment during which the account is inactive; and
13.2.6 are:
(a) restricted to a single role or small number of roles;
(b) time limited; and
(c) restrict the Privileged User’s access to the internet.
13.3 The Supplier must ensure, and must ensure that all Sub-contractors ensure, that it logs all activity of the Privileged Users while those users access those accounts and keeps the activity logs for 20 Working Days before deletion.

14.1.2 respond effectively and in a timely manner to Breaches of Security that do occur;
14.1.3 identify and implement changes to the Supplier Information Management System to prevent future Breaches of Security; and
14.1.4 help detect and prevent any potential criminal offence relating to fraud, bribery or corruption using the Supplier Information Management System,
(Protective Monitoring System).
14.2 The Protective Monitoring System must provide for:
14.2.1 event logs and audit records of access to the Supplier Information Management system; and
14.2.2 regular reports and alerts to identify:
(a) changing access trends;
(b) unusual usage patterns; or
(c) the access of greater than usual volumes of Government Data;
14.2.3 the detection and prevention of any attack on the Supplier Information Management System or the Development Environment using common cyber-attack techniques;
14.2.4 any other matters required by the Security Management Plan.
Event logs
14.3 The Supplier must ensure that, unless the Buyer otherwise agrees, any event logs do not log:
14.3.1 personal data, other than identifiers relating to users; or
14.3.2 sensitive data, such as credentials or security keys.
Provision of information to Buyer
14.4 The Supplier must provide the Buyer on request with:
14.4.1 full details of the Protective Monitoring System it has implemented; and
14.4.2 copies of monitoring logs and reports prepared as part of the Protective Monitoring System.
Changes to Protective Monitoring System
14.5 The Buyer may at any time require the Supplier to update the Protective Monitoring System to:
14.5.1 respond to a specific threat identified by the Buyer;
14.5.2 implement additional audit and monitoring requirements; and 
14.5.3 stream any specified event logs to the Buyer’s security information and event management system.

15.2 Any audit undertaken under Paragraph 15.1:

(b) a Breach of Security.
Conduct of audits
15.4 The Buyer must use reasonable endeavours to provide 15 Working Days’ notice of an audit.
15.5 The Buyer must when conducting an audit:
15.5.1 comply with all relevant policies and guidelines of the Supplier or Sub-contractor (as applicable) concerning access to the Suppler Information Management System the Buyer considers reasonable having regard to the purpose of the audit; and
15.5.2 use reasonable endeavours to ensure that the conduct of the audit does not unreasonably disrupt the Supplier or Sub-contractor (as applicable) or delay the provision of the Services.
15.6 The Supplier must, and must ensure that Sub-contractors, on demand provide the Buyer with all co-operation and assistance the Buyer may reasonably require, including:
15.6.1 all information requested by the Buyer within the scope of the audit;
15.6.2 access to the Supplier Information Management System; and
15.6.3 access to the Supplier Staff.
Response to audit findings
15.7 Where an audit finds that:
15.7.1 the Supplier or a Sub-contractor has not complied with the Contract or the Data Protection Laws as they apply to the Government Data; or
15.7.2 there has been or is likely to be a Security Breach affecting the Government Data
the Buyer may require the Supplier to remedy those defaults at its own cost and expense and within the time reasonably specified by the Buyer.
15.8 The exercise by the Buyer of any rights it may have under this Paragraph 15 does not affect the exercise by it of any other or equivalent rights it may have under the Contract in respect of the audit findings.

1.2 To those ends, the Supplier must, and ensure that all Sub-contractors engaged in Development Activity:
1.2.1 comply with the Secure Development Guidance as if its requirements were terms of the Contract; and
1.2.2 document the steps taken to comply with that guidance as part of the Security Management Plan.
1.3 In particular, the Supplier must, and ensure that all Sub-contractors engaged in Development Activity:
1.3.1 ensure that all Supplier Staff engaged in Development Activity are:
(a) trained and experienced in secure by design code development; and
(b) provided with regular training in secure software development and deployment;
1.3.2 ensure that all Code:
(a) is subject to a clear, well -organised, logical and documented architecture;
(b) follows OWASP Secure Coding Practice
(c) follows recognised secure coding standard, where one is available;
(d) employs consistent naming conventions;
(e) is coded in a consistent manner and style;
(f) is clearly and adequately documented to set out the function of each section of code; and
(g) is subject to appropriate levels of review through automated and non-automated methods both as part of:
(i) any original coding; and
(ii) at any time the Code is changed; and
1.3.3 ensure that all Development Environments:
(a) protect access credentials and secret keys;
(b) is logically separate from all other environments, including production systems, operated by the Supplier or Sub-contractor;
(c) requires multi-factor authentication to access;
(d) have onward technical controls to protect the Developed System or the Supplier Information Management System in the event a Development Environment is compromised; and
(e) use network architecture controls to constrain access from the Development Environment to the Developed System or the Supplier Information Management System.
2 Secure Architecture

Where the product doesn’t meet the required obligations, the Supplier must discuss with the Buyer the residual risks associated with using the product.
	

	Principle 3
Adopt a risk-driven approach
Establish the project’s risk appetite and maintain an assessment of cyber security risks to build protections appropriate to the evolving threat landscape.
	As provided by the Buyer, the Supplier should share the risk appetite across the supplier's delivery team from the outset.
	

	
	The Supplier supports the Buyer with identifying the cyber threats and attack paths as part of ongoing threat modelling during digital service delivery.
	

	
	The Supplier supports the Buyer with assessing cyber security risks and providing risk analysis details to help risk owners make informed risk decisions.
During the assessment, risks to the digital service are identified, analysed, prioritised, and appropriate mitigation is proposed taking into account the risk appetite during the lifecycle of the service.
	

	
	The Supplier produces an output from the risk management process containing a clear set of security requirements that will reduce the risks in line with the agreed risk appetite and cyber security risk management approach.
	

	
	The Supplier factors in the legal and regulatory requirements provided by the Buyer in the risk management process and service design and build.
	

	Principle 4
Design usable security controls
Perform regular user research and implement findings into service design to make sure security processes are fit for purpose and easy to understand.
	The Supplier ensures that security requirements that are defined and documented as part of user research activities (for example user stories and user journeys) are fed into the design of the digital service.
	

	
	The Supplier ensures that business objectives informing security requirements listed in the business case for the digital service are taken into consideration when designing security controls.
	

	Principle 5
Build in detect and respond security
Design for the inevitability of security vulnerabilities and incidents. Integrate appropriate security logging, monitoring, alerting and response capabilities. These must be continually tested and iterated.
	The Supplier responsible for building the digital service ensures that proportionate security logging, monitoring and alerting mechanisms able to discover cyber security events and vulnerabilities documented in the threat and risk assessment are designed into the service.
	

	
	The Supplier responsible for building the digital service integrates incident response and recovery capabilities that are in line with the requirements and timescales documented in the service resilience or similar documentation.
	

	
	The Supplier responsible for building the digital service regularly tests digital services and infrastructure to identify and fix weaknesses within systems.
	

	Principle 6
Design flexible architectures
Implement digital services and update legacy components to allow for easier integration of new security controls in response to changes in business requirements, cyber threats and vulnerabilities.
	As agreed with the Buyer, the Supplier responsible for building the digital service uses flexible architectures and components that allow integration of new security measures in response to changes in business requirements, cyber threats and vulnerabilities.
	

	
	The Supplier responsible for building the digital service tests security controls and verifying they are fit for purpose before deployment.
	

	Principle 7
Minimise the attack surface
Use only the capabilities, software, data and hardware components necessary for a service to mitigate cyber security risks while achieving its intended use.


	The Supplier responsible for building the digital service implements risk-driven security controls which meet the risk appetite and appropriate baseline as agreed with the Buyer.
	

	
	The Supplier responsible for building the digital service follows secure coding practices and, with consultation with the Buyer’s delivery team, identifies and mitigates vulnerabilities proactively reducing the number of vulnerabilities that potential attackers can exploit.
	

	
	The Supplier retires service components (including data) securely when they are no longer needed, or at the end of their lifecycle.
	

	Principle 8
Defend in depth
Create layered controls across a service so it’s harder for attackers to fully compromise the system if a single control fails or is overcome.
	The Supplier responsible for building the digital service adopts a defence in depth approach when designing the security architecture for the digital service.
	

	
	The Supplier responsible for building the digital service implements security measures to incorporate segmentation.
